Wood and Fiber Science receives a healthy number of manu-
scripts. Most of the submissions are of high quality. The arti-
clesin the past four issues have been divers

among the varioustopics. There appearsto be an increasing
number of manuscripts submitted by non-English speaking
authors, especially from South America, Asiaand

Europe. Thistrend isvery good from the diversity point of
view but sometimesit creates problems because of English.

Some of the reviewers have been very generous with their time
and have tried to put the paper into proper technical English.
Others have just suggested to reject the somewhat incompre-
hensible manuscripts. | have not rewritten any of those papers.
Instead, | suggested to the authors to give their manuscriptsto
an editor with agood command of technical English.

Page charges are sometimes difficult to collect. In order to
improve the collection process, | devised a“Page Charge
Agreement Form” which is now sent to all authors whose pa-
pers have been recommended for publication with the sug-
gested revisions. The signed form along with the signed
“Copyright Agreement Form™ must be returned with there-
vised manuscript before | pass the paper over to Carol Ovens,
the Assistant Editor. SWST members pay $90 and non-
members $135 per page. If the average charge per page for
last year was $100, and if every author paid, the Society re-
ceived over $60,000 from the authors.

The problem has continued with some authors indicating after
the article is published that they cannot pay the page charges.
Geza suggested sending them aletter with the galley proofs
that payment needs to be made before the articleis published.
Gezaand Vicki should make up the letter and have the press
send with the reprint form and galleys.

Vicki should fix Rado’ s form for journal and printing to spec-
ify that individuals only get the right to put their article on
their personal webpage for the $100 fee, not a PDF document
or the code. However, Allen Press can provide the code for an
additional $95.

A new special charge to the Publication Policy Committee
(Bob Youngs, Chair) isto clear up the State-of-the-Art papers
procedures.

Committee Reports

New Wood Design Standards Seminar

Four new national design standards for wood buildings
will be explored in depth at a seminar to be held October 14—
15, 2002, in Blacksburg, Virginia.

ANSI/AF&PA NDS-2002, "Nationa Design Specifica-
tions for Wood Construction,” will be reviewed with afocus
on practical design applications. ANSI/TPI 1-2002, "National
Design Standard for Design of Metal-Plate-Connected Wood
Truss Construction,” will be reviewed in depth with afocus on
quality measures used for manufacturing and third-party in-
spection, significant changes to the truss design provisions that
may impact design professionals, and truss design responsibil i-
tiesfor al partiesinvolved when wood trusses are used. ANSI/
TPI/WTCA 4-2002, "Standard Responsihilities in the Design
Process involving Metal Plate Connected Wood Trusses' will
be reviewed and discussed by the participants. Finally, the pre-
scriptive provisions of ANSI/AP& PA WFCM -2001, "Wood
Frame Construction Manual for One-and-Two Family Dwell-
ings," will be used to design all structural framing of an exam-
ple house and the standard's engineering design provisions for
connections, floors, walls and roof systemswill be reviewed.

The course will also cover other new design information
and research related to wood construction such asjoist design
supporting ceramic tile, T-bracing design for truss webs, gen-
eral truss bracing design and diaphragm design for traditional
timber frame.
